Mr. President / All present:

Through our activity and contribution as a non-
governmental organization in evaluating the
implementation of the United Nations Convention
against Corruption in our countries through many
activities, the most important of which is our
preparation of a parallel report, we were shocked
that there are many results in our parallel reports
that conflict with the national reports, and we call
on the UNCAC Implementation Review Team to
pay attention to the reports issued by non-
governmental organizations and their outcomes.

Mr. President: There is no doubt that the stability
and prosperity of peoples and the achievement of
sustainable development will not be achieved
without a real will to combat corruption, and we, as
a civil society, are certain that transparency and
effective  partnership of civil society in
implementing UNCAC will contribute strongly to
achieving this, especially in evaluating the
compliance of States Parties with UNCAC.

Through the States Parties questionnaire on the
next phase of the UNCAC review mechanism, it is
clear that there are many shortcomings in the
current mechanism and in its implementation,
which requires its development.

Allow us to present some proposals, which we
summarize as follows:

First: We propose that a global index be developed
to measure the extent of the States Parties’
commitment to the United Nations
Convention against Corruption, and its
results be published every year or two, with
the involvement and consultation of multiple
stakeholders in collecting and analyzing the
periodic data for the index.
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Second, without contradicting information not

permitted for publication in accordance
with Article 13 of UNCAC and in
accordance  with relevant national
legislation, we call on UNODC to further
encourage States Parties to publish the full
text of their national reports and the reports
of the country review teams.

Third, enhance the participation of civil society

and multi-stakeholders in the review
mechanism, including in national expert
groups and country review teams.

Fourth: Allocate intersessional review sessions to

assess the implementation of
recommendations and variables for the
outputs of previous country review reports.

Develop special mechanisms to review the
implementation of the Convention in
countries suffering from conflicts, political
crises and administrative division, in order
to ensure that their national reports are
comprehensive geographically, temporally
and professionally at the national level.
